Economy and Economics The word —the economyl we
hear or read almost every day. But what is meant by the economy? What happens in one? How
does an economy work?

The economy is a social, constantly changing mechanism. The economy means a system
for the management, use and control of labour, land, natural resources, money, goods and other
resources of a country, community or household.

And what is economics?

Economics is a social science studying economy.

The word —economicsl derives from the Greek word —oikonomikal that means
household management. As a scholarly discipline economics is more than two hundred years old.
The first scientist who made extraordinary contributions in economics was Adam Smith. His
work —The
Wealth of Nationsl which was published in 1776 founded economic sciences.

Why should we study economics? There are several very good reasons, all of which
involve us. Some of them have to do with us as individuals, some with us as earners or as
spenders, some with us as citizens and finally as future economists. As members of the society
we live in, there is no escaping economics. The food we eat, the dwelling we live in, the clothes
we wear and the way we spend our leisure time are all affected by economic forces.
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Everyone goes through life having to make choice. We can‘t have everything because our
wants are unlimited. Neither individuals, nor societies can have all the things they would like to
have. Why are there so many wants and needs that we cannot satisfy? Most people will answer
these questions by saying, —Because there is not enough moneyl. Is the shortage of money the
real economic problem? The answer to this question is —Nol. The real cause of the shortage of
goods and services in a country is not having too little money. They are too few factors of
production.

There are four factors of production: land, labour, capital and enterprise.

In any one country, and in the world as a whole, these factors of production are limited in
supply. As there is never enough land, labour, capital or enterprise to produce all of the needs and
satisfy unlimited wants of a whole population, there is an economic problem of scarcity.

If the resources of production were not scarce, there would be no need to choose and we
would have everything we wanted.

To summarize: human wants are unlimited but the resources necessary to satisfy those
wants are limited. Thus, economics deals with the problems which every society is faced with —
the problem of scarcity and choice.

With this in mind we can define economics as the social science that reveals and analyses
how society chooses from among scarce resources to satisfy its needs. In other words economics
is the science that deals with production, distribution and consumption of commodities, while
economy is a careful or thrifty use or management of resources, such as income, materials or
labour.

The Purpose of a Financial Plan

When starting a new business or project at an existing firm, managers must determine if it is
likely to be financially viable. A financial plan is a set of documents that outline the essential
financial facts about the new venture. It is a road map that can be used to guide a company into
the future. A financial plan can also be used to attract investors. Lenders and investors provide
money to businesses with sound financial plans. An effective financial plan:

- identifies the assets that need to be purchased,;

- describes the amount of money a business needs to start and operate;

- describes the expenses the business will incur and explains how a business will cover its
expenses;

- describes how the business will document and report financial records;

- forecasts finances to project future profitability;

- explains how the business will acquire money to grow or expand.

Credit Cards

There are three basic types of credit cards: single-purpose, multipurpose and travel and
entertainment.
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Single-purpose cards can be used to buy goods or services only at the business that issued the
card. Each month cardholders receive a statement listing all the purchases they made in the last
30 days. They can pay part of the amount owed or the entire amount. Interest is charged on the
unpaid balance.

Multipurpose cards are also called bank credit cards because banks issue them. Multipurpose
cards work the way single-purpose cards do. Consumers can pay them off or pay only part of the
bill, with interest due on the unpaid balance. These cards may be used at many different stores,
restaurants and other businesses all over the world. MasterCard and VISA are multipurpose
cards. Travel and Entertainment cards work a little differently than the others. Holders of
travel and entertainment cards must pay the full amount due each month. They are accepted
worldwide for expenses connected with travel, business, and entertainment such as restaurant
and hotel bills, car rentals, and airline tickets.

Do You Want to be an Entrepreneur?

Have you ever considered starting your own business? If you start your own business, you
will maybe borrow money from friends or family, or even from a bank. If you choose to borrow
from a bank, you should arrange to see a bank manager to discuss the terms of a loan. But, you
can expect to have a lot of work. If you arrange a meeting with the bank, you will have to think
over your idea and prepare all your figures. The bank will certainly want to see a business plan.
You will have to prepare a lot of information. You will have to prepare a cash flow forecast
which shows how much money you expect to make in the first three years, plus how many
customers you hope to win. You will also have to decide what kind of security you want to offer
the bank. If the bank agrees to give you a loan, your problems don't stop there because the bank
will often require you to update them on your progress. The business plan allows them to see if
you are meeting your forecasts and, if you fail, they may want to have the money back. Of
course, if you agree to borrow the money, you will have to repay the loan plus interest.

A Quick Lesson in Ways Businesses Are Organized

Businesses are structured in different ways to meet different needs. The simplest form of
business is called an individual or sole proprietorship. The proprietor owns all of the property of
the business and is responsible for everything. For legal purposes, with this kind of business, the
owner and the company are the same. This means the proprietor gets to keep all of the profits of
the business, but must also pay any debts. Another kind of business is the partnership. Two or
more people go into business together. An agreement is usually needed to decide how much of
the partnership each person controls. One kind of partnership is called a limited liability
partnership. These have full partners and limited partners. Limited partners may not share as
much in the profits, but they also have less responsibility for the business. Doctors, lawyers and
accountants often form partnerships to share their risks and profits. A husband and wife can form
a business partnership together. Partnerships exist only for as long as the owners remain alive.
The same is true of individual proprietorships.

Corporations
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Corporations are easy to create but hard to understand. Because corporations arose as an
alternative to partnerships, they can best be understood by comparing these competing
organizational structures.

The presumption of partnership is that the investors will directly manage their own money,
rather than entrusting that task to others. Partners are "mutual agents”, meaning that each is able
to sign contracts that are binding on all the others. Such an arrangement is unsuited for strangers
or those who harbor suspicions about each other's integrity or business acumen. Hence the
transfer of partnership interests is subject to restrictions.

In a corporation, by contrast, the presumption is that the shareholders will not personally
manage their money. Instead, a corporation is managed by directors and officers who need not be
investors. Because managerial authority is concentrated in the hands of directors and officers,
shares are freely transferable unless otherwise agreed. They can be sold or given to anyone
without placing other investors at the mercy of a new owner's poor judgment. The splitting of
management and ownership into two distinct functions is the salient corporate feature.

What is Globalization?

Globalization is a process of interaction and integration among the people, companies,
and governments of different nations, a process driven by international trade and investment and
aided by information technology. This process has effects on the environment, on culture, on
political systems, on economic development and prosperity, and on human physical well-being
in societies around the world.

Globalization is not new, though. For thousands of years, people and, later, corporations
have been buying from and selling to each other in lands at great distances, such as through the
famed Silk Road across Central Asia that connected China and Europe during the Middle Ages.
Likewise, for centuries, people and corporations have invested in enterprises in other countries.
In fact, many of the features of the current wave of globalization are similar to those prevailing
before the outbreak of the First World War in 1914.

But policy and technological developments of the past few decades have spurred
increases in cross-border trade, investment, and migration so large that many observers believe
the world has entered a qualitatively new phase in its economic development. Since 1950, for
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example, the volume of world trade has increased by 20 times, and from just 1997 to 1999 flows
of foreign investment nearly doubled, from $468 billion to $827 billion.

Advertising

Advertisements want to persuade us to buy particular products. How do they do it?
Let‘s imagine ...You‘re watching TV. It‘s a hot evening: You feel thirsty. You see an advert for a
refreshing drink. You see people looking cool and relaxed. You notice the name of the refreshing
drink because you think it could be useful for you to satisfy your thirst. Advertisers study how
people learn so that they can _teach them to respond to their advertising. They want us to be
interested, to try something, and then to do it again. These are the elements of learning: interest,
experience and repetition. If an advert can achieve this, it is successful. If an advert works well,
the same technique can be used to advertise different things. So, for example, in winter if the
weather is cold and you see a family having a warming cup of tea and feeling cosy, you may be
interested and note the name of the tea ... Here the same technique is being used as with the
cool, refreshing drink. Sometimes there is a need for lots of repetition. But advertisers have to be
careful because too much repetition can result in consumer tiredness. Consumers learn to
generalize from what they have learned. So, advertisers sometimes copy a highly successful idea
that has been well learned by consumers. For example, the highly successful _Weston Tea
Country*‘ advertising for different tea has led to _DAEWOO Country*‘ for automobile dealers and
_Cadbury Country* for chocolate bars.

Marketing

Marketing is closely related to economics, the social science connected with the production,
distribution and consumption of goods and services. Marketing is a key factor in business
success.

The term marketing must be understood not in the old sense of making a sale (—sellingl) but in
the new sense of satisfying customer needs. In recent years marketing has become a driving
force in most companies.

Marketing is not just advertising, promotion and selling. Marketing includes all the business
activities connected with the movement of goods and services from producers to customers.
Sometimes it is called distribution. On the one hand, marketing is made up of such activities as
transporting, storing and selling goods and, on the other hand, a series of decisions you make
during the process of moving goods from producer to user. Marketing operations include product
planning, buying, storage, pricing, promotion, selling, credit, traffic and marketing research.

The main principle of the marketing concept is — —we must produce what people want,
not what we want to producel. This means that we put the consumer first. We must find out what
the consumer wants. We carry out market research. We must supply exactly what the customer
wants.
